Emily Harris grew up in Oregon and her initial foray outside the US was a Lin-
coln High School trip to the Soviet Union in 1984. She caught the international 
bug early and it stuck. 

After getting a degree in Russian from Yale University, Harris spent three 
years in Portland helping Russian immigrants and learning radio rudiments at 
KBOO. She moved to Moscow and found reporting work there for a number of 
US and international broadcast outlets, including Marketplace and Fox News. 
Then she moved on to Los Angeles, followed by a move to Washington DC 
and a reporting job at NPR.  She then joined NOW with Bill Moyers as a na-
tional correspondent in its initial year. In 2002, she moved to Berlin, Germany 
as an NPR correspondent and reported regularly from Iraq and shared in 
NPR's 2004 Peabody award for Iraq coverage. After that, she spent a year at 
Stanford University on the Knight journalism fellowship. 

In nearly 15 years away from the Northwest she has been to some amazing 
places, but her favorite remains Oregon and southwest Washington and she is 
happy to be home.

On November 20th, Norman Turrill 
and I drove to Salem for the Legisla-
tive Process Day sponsored by the 
League of Women Voters of Oregon 
and the American Association of 
University Women.  We listened first 
to a meeting of the Interim Joint 
Ways & Means Committee and later 
to a presentation by a state budget 
analyst.  The shared message, as has 
been well reported in the local media, 
is that the state expects a revenue 
short-fall of more than $150 million 
through the end of the current bien-
nium, June 2009, so state agencies 
are already being asked to cut 
planned expenditures by 5%.  For the 
next biennium, the shortfall may be 
as much as $1.2 billion, in a total 
budget of between $14 and $15 bil-
lion.  Even before these estimates, 
the forecasters were concerned about  

 

Ways & Means Committee, briefly 
shared her priorities for the upcom-
ing session (she had to get back to 
the Joint Committee meeting).  She 
mentioned land use, consumer pro-
tection, civil liberties, and the initia-
tive petition process as areas where 
she hopes to see action.

Infrastru cture  
Bev Wilson 
Oh, the irony!  Infrastructure, which 
was an orphan word last year when 
Marnie Lonsdale urged LWV mem-
bers to study that topic, is now, with 
the economic downturn, the word 
every politico wants to adopt and 
take home.  Now infrastructure = 
jobs. 

However, Ethan Seltzer, PSU Urban 
Planning professor that he is, wanted 
to jolt our brains into another per-
spective: to think of infrastructure as 
a means, not an end.  Infrastructure 
should serve as part of our vision of 
what our city should be.  As it hap-
pens, this new emphasis on infra-
structure occurs just as it is time to 
review the Portland comprehensive 
plan, so it is fortuitous that a com-
munity dialogue about our large, 
long-term vision will be occurring 
along with infrastructure discussion. 

The “here and now” emphasis from 
two other speakers was on mainte-
nance backlogs for streets and sewer 
pipes, with 10% at high risk to fail 
and the largest group of which are 
100 years old.  The Water Bureau has 
an impressive database to tell it 
where many of these individual pipes 
lie.  As regards ongoing preventive 
maintenance, “we pay now or pay 
more later”. 

More future-oriented is consideration 
of high voltage transmission lines 
which are critical for moving renew-
able energy.  Placement of wind tur-
bines, which feed into these lines, is 
helping the economy in rural areas.

4. If the issue is already covered in LWVUS positions, is it 

necessary to study it on a state or local level?  What is the 
appropriate level to study this issue? 

 
Following are some definitions that may help as League 
members discuss program proposals for the LWVOR. 

TITLE:  A statement of the content of a program item.  It may 
include a League position.  All program items imply League 
action when a position is reached whether or not the wording 
so specifies.  Once adopted, the title cannot be changed by the 
state Board or Council. 

SCOPE:  A statement defining the limits and direction of a 
study item.  It may include a timetable and may be modified 
by the state Board or Council.  It is binding on the committee, 
which must try to meet its directives as far as possible. 

OUTLOOK FOR WORK:  A statement prepared by the 
committee which describes the activities to be carried out in 
the course of the study.  While the Outlook for Work may be 
approved by the Convention delegates, the committee may 
modify it if, during the course of study, more or less work or 
time becomes necessary. 

POSITION: A statement of the body of opinion of members 
expressed during the member agreement process.  It may be 
incorporated into the program item as a basis for action.  
Once dropped, it may not again be incorporated into the pro-
gram without a new study. 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Program Planning  

Program Planning 2009 :  Please bring this information to your Unit Meeting! 

Mary Hepokoski 
January is typically program planning month in the League.  
In the League when we refer to “program,” as in program 
planning, we mean the selected governmental issues chosen 
by members at the local, state and national levels for study 
and action.  When we refer to “programs” we mean the plans 
for speakers, discussion or other activities for league meet-
ings. This year we will be doing program planning for LWV 
of Portland and LWV of Oregon at the unit meetings.  We 
look at the positions we currently have and decide whether to 
retain, drop, update or restudy them.  Members can also pro-
pose new studies.  The Portland board will then make recom-
mendations for local program based on a summary of those 
discussions to the local membership to be voted on at the An-
nual Meeting in May.  The results of the discussion of the 
state program will be sent to the state to be considered by the 
state board and the delegates to the state convention. 

Existing Programs  

Following are some definitions that may help as League 
members discuss existing programs. 

RETAIN: means keep position as is; no change.   

DROP: means to remove the position completely from our 
list.  All further advocacy will be discontinued.  It may not 
again be incorporated into the program without a new study.  

UPDATE: means to study the position topic for informational 
purposes only, with no intention to update the position, only 
to update the knowledge base for the members.   

RESTUDY: means to undertake a review of the position in 
order to potentially change it.   

Proposing New Stu dies 

Are there issues that you want League to consider at the local 
level next year?  At the state level?  When suggesting a new 
study or a restudy, please keep the following things in mind:  
1. What are issues of statewide importance that are most
